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Abstract

Optical character recognition has been a research topic that draws much attention since its early history in 1950s. Building a machine that can read as human beings do is still one of the grand challenges of the current computer science. However, OCR has been applied to various fields such as form processing, postal automation, banking, intelligent transportation system, inspection, etc. These applications are good examples how to find practical solutions to problems in the real fields with technologies on hand, and to startup businesses. In this talk, the overview of OCR and brief history will be presented. Then some topics will be explained in regard to what the industrial needs were, what the key technology was, and how we did the research and development. Finally future applications and technical challenges of OCR and related pattern recognition technologies will be discussed.
