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Abstract :
Urban development in the industrialized countries in the 20th century can be characterized as a process of expansion and redevelopment, with the formation of a huge and highly-advanced complex of built environment. However, because conventional technologies are focused on the construction of these buildings and infrastructures, it has become difficult to ensure that urban space can adapt to environmental constraints and economic, social and cultural changes in the 21st century. The Center for Sustainable Urban Regeneration (cSUR), was established in 2003 with the support of Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology in order to meet the social demands for the upgrading of social capital in a sustainable manner and regenerating attractive urban space that is not only safe and highly efficient but also reflective of historical, cultural and local identities and expectations, a new discipline. The Lecture will provide a few case studies of cSUR which could be of some help for New Campus of IITH.

Dr. Yozo FUJINO is Professor for Bridge and Structure, Dept. of Civil Engineering, University of Tokyo. His area of expertise comprises dynamics, control and monitoring of bridges and structures, earthquake- and wind-effects on structures. The outcomes of his research are summarized in about 250 papers in peer reviewed international journals and conference proceedings. He is reviewer for 15 prestigious international journals such as “Engineering Structures”, “Structural Control and Monitoring” and “Earthquake Engineering and Structural Dynamics”. Professor Fujino has been involved in many international projects including Akashi Kaikyo Bridge and Millennium Bridge (vibration control), UK. He received many award; recent ones are Medal with purple ribbon from the Emperor of Japan and the Raymond C. Reese research prize, ASCE. He is presently the president of Int. Assoc. of Structural Control and Monitoring and Vice president of Int. Assoc. of Bridge and Structural Eng. In addition to the above, he has been a member of Advisory Committee for IITH-Japan Collaboration, especially in the area of Civil and Urban Engineering.
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
