b) As per the above order and its subsequent amendments  “Local Content” means the amount 
of value added in India which shall be value of the item procured (excluding net domestic indirect 
taxes) minus the value of the imported content in the item (including all the custom duties) as a 
proportion of the total value, in percent.

A complaint fee of Rs. 2 lakh or 1% of the value of the domestically manufactured products being 
procured (subject to a maximum of Rs.5 lakh), whichever is higher, to be paid by Demand Draft 
to be deposited with Procuring Institute. In case, the complaint is found to be incorrect, the 
complaint fee shall be forfeited. In case, the complaint is upheld and found to be substantially 
correct, deposited fee of the complainant would be refunded without any interest. 

False declarations will be in breach of the Code of Integrity under Rule 175 (1)(i)(h) of the 
General Financial Rules for which a bidder or its successors can be debarred for up to two years 
as per Rule 151 (iii) of the General Financial Rules along with such other actions as may be 
permissible under law.
